Shrink wrap skid Carton Packaging System
Summary of Operation

1. Skids of cartons or sheeted paper are manually loaded onto the infeed conveyor where they can accumulate.

2. A shuttle car transports the skids horizontally into the packaging line.

3. The skid is conveyed to a measuring station where the bar coded label is read and the height is scanned.  This unit interfaces with the mill computer.

4. The skid is conveyed to a station where the convert top plastic sheet is automatically applied.
5. The skid is advanced to a film wrapping line.

6. The skid is conveyed to a gas fired shrink wrapping unit.

7. Next the skid passes into a metal strapping station. Paper skids are strapped with two metal straps in the machine direction. No straps are applied to the skids containing cartons.

8. The finished skid is conveyed to a robotic labeler (ABB).

9. The labeled skid is conveyed to a station where it is transported manually by forklift.
