Best mounting location:

A	 Undisturbed water flow

Avoid mounting:

B	 Behind planing strake
C	 1 m (3.3’) to port (left) of propeller
D	 Within 7.5 cm (3“) to starboard of propeller
E	 Close to trim tabs
