Table Care
Cleaning your Table

Standard Upholstery - Normal Care and Cleaning
Remove ordinary dirt and smudges with a mild soap and water solution and a clean soft cloth or towel. Dry with a soft lint-free
cloth or towel.

Hill Laboratories also offers two excellent products, both available online at Shop.HillLabs.com:
• Hill Leather and Vinyl Cleaner (available in case of 4)
• Protex Disinfectant Spray (available in case of 4 and wipes)

For difficult stains, after using Hill Leather and Vinyl Cleaner, use one of the following non-abrasive cleaners with a soft cloth or damp
sponge:
• Formula 409 All-Purpose Cleaner
• Fantastik Spray Cleaner
• Magic Eraser
Caution! Never use bleach, abrasive powder, steel wool, industrial strength or solvent cleaners.

Finesse Upholstery - Normal Care and Cleaning
Remove most ordinary smudges and dirt with a mild soap (like Joy, Dove or Ivory dishwashing 
liquids) and water solution and a clean soft cloth or towel. Dry with a soft lint-free cloth or towel.

For more difficult stains like oil, grease, crayon, lipstick, shoe or furniture polish
Use a mild petroleum solvent such as naphtha (lighter fluid) or mineral spirits (paint thinner). Lightly wipe the stain with a clean
cloth moistened with solvent. Blot the area and allow to dry.

For Ink: Use one part Wisk detergent and one part rubbing alcohol. Dab lightly with a cloth which has been moistened with the
solution—DO NOT RUB! As the ink loosens, blot the area with a dry cloth. Rinse with a cloth dampened in clean water and dry
with a soft cloth.
Caution! Never use rubbing alcohol on Finesse except in the limited manner described above.

Caution and Symbol Explanation
Caution: Children should never be left alone in a room with the table but should always be accompanied by an adult.
Caution: Always unplug the table before performing any maintenance.
Caution: Check table once a year to make sure all internal and external bolts are secure. 
Caution: The power cord should be located to avoid risk of tripping or having objects rolled over or placed on it. Damaged
cords should be replaced with another of hospital grade.
Caution: Grounding reliability can only be achieved when connected to an equivalent receptacle marked hospital only or hospi-
tal grade.
Symbols - Each symbols below is used in your table labeling. An explanation of each is below.



Table Features

Adjustable Headpiece
The adjusting headpiece can be moved in both

the forward-backward direction and up-down.

To adjust the forward position of the headpiece,

loosen the black knob directly behind the head

cushion (“A”, photo 1) and adjust the cushion

position. Then, retighten the knob. Repeat the

same procedure for the up and down adjustment

(“B”, Photo 1). Rated at 20 pounds and tested

with 160 pounds.

Fold-Down Armrests
When the fold-down armrests are posi-

tioned in the normal position (as shown in

Photo 2), they can be easily folded back

by simply lifting from the bottom until the

armrests are parallel with the back seat

cushion as shown in Photo 3. Rated at

10 pounds and tested with 80 pounds.

Auto-Return Feature
The Auto-Return feature safely and conveniently returns

the table to starting position by pressing the Auto-

Return button on the right side of the foot pedal control

panel (see Photo 4). Tap any pedal to stop auto-return.

IMPORTANT: Safety switches are located so that the

automatic return motion will stop immediately should

any object or person touch the cover of the base during

the auto-return process.

Table Features

Stainless Steel Pan
A stainless steel slide-out tray is positioned by simply

pulling the tray frame forward to the desired position.

The tray itself is fully removable for easy cleaning.

Foot Pedals
Up to three foot pedals mounted together on one control.

The far left pedal, marked Back, controls the angle of the

back cushion. The middle-left pedal, labeled Tilt, controls

the tilt angle of the seat cushion (Caution: The lift back

cushion needs to be tilted up a minimum of 15° to tilt the

table into the trendelenburg position. To avoid injury or damage, the lift back should not be

operated without the flat plastic panel in place on top of the plastic enclosure.) The middle-

right pedal, marked Height, controls table elevation of the chair.
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Fold-Down Foot Section
The angle of the Fold-Down Foot Section is controlled by

a manual switch located under the left side as you face

the end of the chair (see photo). Press and hold the

switch to freely adjust the angle of the cushion. Release

to lock the cushion in place.

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Gooseneck Lamp with Receptacle
To use the optional Gooseneck Lamp, insert the post into the

mounted receiver and tighted the knob, turning clockwise. The

lamp plugs into the 120 Volt, 5 amp. rated receptacle located

at the head-end of the chair, in the center of the table frame.

Be careful to position the lamp wire so that it does not inter-

fere with free movement around the chair. 

Curtain (optional)
The curtain installs into a receiver on the side of the seat

cushion. The curtain height is adjustable and locks in place

by turning the locking knob on the receiver. 

Leveling Feet
The HA90P is equipped with leveling feet under each corner

of the chair’s base. The leveling feet can be adjusted in

height individually by turning the bolt directly above the foot

with a wrench—clockwise for lower height; counter-clock-

wise for higher.
